· 1800’s large rice production

· 1868-1940 Vast population growth (30 million -73 million)

· 1890-1929 Huge silk production

· 1908 Japanese replaced Korean king with his son

· 1909 abolished monarchy

· 1910 Japan Annexed Korea
· 1925 advancement in education (primary secondary and college)

· 1930 Naval conference (limited fleet with military)

· 1930’s Great Depression

· 1932 young army officers attacked gov’t, banking officers and killed prime minister

· 1936 only controlled 3.6 of world trade

· 1936 attempt to military coup

· 1937 third largest merchant marine in the world

· 1938 Japan controlled regional empire (Manchuria, Korea, Taiwan)

· 1945 Japan defeat in World War 2 (destroying of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, cities, factories, etc)
· 1953 Japan signed peace treaties with most of its wartime opponents

· 1954 South Korea and United States treaty

· 1955 two parties merged Liberal Democratic Party (parliamentary & political)

· 1959 Singapore gained independence as a free port

· 1979 Chung-hee (military general) assassinated
· 1994 Kim Il- Sung death (leader)

· 1999 economic growth rates rose
