Politics: Mexico 

​​​                   was a dictator since 1876,during this time there were big economic changes.(foreigners owned large sectors of the economy) Politics were corrupt (people who opposed government were imprisoned).                        : wanted to run against the dictator but was arrested when released he issued a revolt against the Porfirio. He got help from Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata and they drove Diaz out of power.  Revolution killed 1.5 million people. Victorian Huerta wanted to begin a new dictatorship but                was thrown out of power by Villa and Zapata. In 1917 a new constitution was made: it promised land reforms, limited foreign ownership, placed restrictions.

A dominant force in Mexican politics was the                                                     (PRI) this set limits to the president and allowed there to be some changes in govt. ideas.  The      kept hold of power even when challenges came from all directions- like the guerilla movement in 1994 when young rebels wanted to improve conditions.

Cont. of Politics of Post revolutionary Politics 
Places like              Argentina and Chile were allowing middle class people to be in politics. Many ideologies arose from immigrants that were     coming in from Spain and Italy:                                    -aimed at smashing the state entirely by using general strike to gain power ;                               - aimed to use the organization of labor to gain power. This lead too many strikes and revolts and govt. trying to put an end to this sometimes by using brutal repression.

Ideology and social reform: 

                        began to fail and it became apparent in 1920s and 1930s. Social change was more common in Chile, Brazil, and Uruguay. Nationalism and the concern for Indian culture stimulated many of the reforms. In                               , university student began a reform of their university system that gave more power to student and more autonomy. (Freedom)

Got wide support and made a big impact on politics.

Some Mexicans opposed the changes, especially the church and clergy. They backed a conservative peasant movement, the                                         , during the 1920s. Vargas Regime in Brazil 
In            , could not agree for an election for presidency, Civil war broke out and brought                               in power. Economy, based on coffee exports, crashed in 1929. Imposed federal administrators over state gov’t. Coups by communist in               and by integralists in 1937 held off. Eliminated groups and parties who opposed the gov’t or national integration. New constitution imposed in            . Joined the Allies, supplied U.S bases, sent troops to fight Axis power in Italy. Got fire arms, financial support for the industrial development. Kicked out of office by military coup in               .                  -                                     on petroleum.

Colonel Juan D. Peron
Gained power in                    political system. Ministry of Labor raised workers salaries and improved benefits. Gained popular support by his wife, Eva Duarte, Spokesperson for Peron for the lower classes. Had alliances with                    , industrialists, and military depended on charisma. When           died his popularity declined. Drove into exile by anit-Peron military officers because couldn’t solve economical problems. Went back into                 when problem couldn’t be solved.

Guatemala reform 
Population was mostly                      , had poor health conditions, and mortality rate was high, land and wealth was distribute unequally. In 1944                           elected as president with new constitution began many programs, land reforms and improvements in rights and conditions of workers. Gain conflict with foreigners,                                  , target of nationalistic anger, company controlled transportation and paid workers better but since foreign was not liked. In 1951                                      was largely opposed foreign economic interests. U.S got involved when feared it was changing into communist nation, imposed economic and diplomatic restrictions and invaded Guatemala and the gov’t fell, nation was never                          .

Cuban revolution 

Pop. of 6 million, descendants of Spaniards and African slaves, large middle class. ¾ imports came from U.S.                                   ruled Cuba from 1934 to 1994, promised nationalization of natural resources, full employment, and land reforms but came also corruption a become more as a dictator. Opponent of regime was                           , a lawyer and ardent critic of Batista gov’t. Fled in exile in Mexico and met Ernesto Guevara. In 1956 went back to Cuba and gathered support against Batista army and drove dictator out of power in 1959. Broke off relation with U.S in 1961. Depended finically and by arms of the                                to maintain revolution. U.S lead invasions to Cuba but failed, found out    that    the     Soviet Union aim  missiles to Cuba in case U.S attacks again.                               failed and used sugar to fuel economy.

Religion in Latin America 

The                   provided a guide for Latin America.Christian Democratic parties formed in Chile and Venezuela in 1950s. Church usually divided politically. Clergy argued for                            and                         . Father Camilo Torres in Colombia, joined an army revolutionary groups in 1960s which few did. Liberation theology, combination of Catholic theology and socialist principles, sough out to improve living condition of poor in 1970s. The position that religion played caused attacks against clergy, Archbishop                                   was assassinated in 1980. Played a major role in fall of                               dictatorship in 1988.

Soldiers take power 

Saw themselves above the corrupted officials, had technical training and organizational skills.        In 1920s and 1930s saw themselves best to solve the nation problems were even willing to sacrifice democracy. In 1964,                           military overthrew the president. Military intervention in Argentina in 1966. In 1973, in Chile the Chilean military overthrew                                 . Salvador nationalized industries and banks and helped the poor, groups were trying to stop the changes who wanted to isolate the country. In a military coup he was killed. Coup also took place in                       in 1973 and in                   in 1968. All of these regimes were nationalistic but approached economic problems differently. Imposed a bureaucratic authoritarian regime, laws limiting freedom, military control. In Argentina, violent opposition to gov’t led to “dirty war,” thousands of people were tortured or killed by secret forces. 

New Democratic Trends 

Military started returning gov’t to civilians. Election held in 1983 in Argentina. 1989 Brazil chose first popularity president since military take over. In 1990, election removed                                 (socialist movement) from Nicaragua. Civilian gov’t in                              returned in 1990s. Large foreign debt due to loan that was meant for development, in Mexico, Brazil, and Peru. High commerce in drugs that created cartals which affected gov’t.

United States presence in Latin America 

After World War II   was a major power in hemisphere. Investment rose to                         in Latin America, mostly economic interest. Wanted to protect their own property and investment mainly, apparent in Haiti, Nicaragua, the Dominican Republic, Mexico, and Cuba. Those who resisted U.S presence were called                . Augusto Sandino led a resistance movement against troops in Nicaragua, was assassinated. These intervention led to creation of conservative gov’t, mostly dictator friendly to U.S, called banana republics, conservative gov’t which was created or support by U.S and was either corrupt or focused on U.S interest. Good Neighbor policy introduced by -                                 which promised to be more fair and stop intervention in gov’t. During           and -                 U.S policies accepted Latin America as it was.

Slow Change in Women’s Roles 

After WWII women in Latin America lived unequally in work and      politics. Couldn’t vote until                     enfranchised women in 1929

Brazil and Cuba followed in 1932. Revolutionaries and reformers feared women would become a conservative force in National Politics led to more exclusion of women. In result women formed more clubs to push for vote. Argentina bills presented on                         before it was passed in 1945. Adding women voters in Dominican Republic was used as a strategy by                               . Even after they got vote their influence in politics was slow. Roles of women expanded just before              and continued there after, grew to include industrial labor. Argentina:         of workers were women in textile and clothing. By mid 1990’s women in L.A were close to having positions such as women in North America.  
Movement of  People 
In 35 years population in L.A grew from 40 million to 165 million, immigration was a big factor in movement. Conditions for migrants were horrible in labor areas. 1960s extensions of social welfare began to address the problems. By 1970,                                migrants from Mexico were crossing to U.S a year. Most migration was to U.S but many moved to places around them. Politics also had to do with why people migrated, 1959 because the middle class of                   was fleeing                      by 1980, 1 million people had left the island. Not only from country to country but also from rural to urban. Mexico city, 1988 16 million people. Latin America was by far the most urbanized slightly under                        . Problem: rate of                      , not a lot of jobs were produced. Rate growth has increased but percent of people living in cities is still less than Europe.

1901: Platt Amendment to Cuba's new constitution gives the U.S. the unilateral right to intervene in the island's political affairs.

1904-14: Panama Canal built.

1909-33: U.S. Marines occupy Nicaragua, Haiti, and Dominican Republic.

1910-1920 Mexican Revolution

· 1910: Francisco I. Madero issues "Plan of San Luis Potosí."

· 1911: Porfirio Díaz leaves Mexico; Madero becomes president.

· 1911: Emiliano Zapata issues the "Plan of Ayala" and calls for Land and Liberty.

· 1913: A military coup led by Victoriano Huerta overthrows Madero, who is later murdered. Venustiano Carranza leads a rebellion against Huerta. After the victory, the Revolutionaries fight among themselves. The forces led by Carranza defeat Francisco (Pancho) Villa and Emiliano Zapata. Carranza becomes President and convokes a new Constitutional Convention.

· 1914: US forces shell and then occupy Vera Cruz, Mexico.

· 1916: Pancho Villa raids Columbus, New Mexico.

· 1916-17: US Expeditionary Force under Gen. John J. "Black Jack" Pershing unsuccessfully pursues Pancho Villa in northern Mexico.

· 1917: Zimmermann Telegram revealed in which Germany offers to help Mexico recover territory lost to the US in exchange for support in the First World War.

· 1917: A new Constitution is issued. Carranza becomes Constitutional President.

· 1919: Zapata is assassinated.

· 1920: Carranza is overthrown and dies in an ambush. New elections lead to the presidency of Álvaro Obregón.

1926-1929: Conflicts between the government and the hierarchy of the Catholic Church lead to the Cristero Rebellio, a widespread revolt in central and western Mexico.

1927: Augusto Cesár Sandino launches first Sandinista uprising in Nicaragua.

1929: Plutarco Calles establishes the National Revolutionary Party (later the PRI) which then rules Mexico as a one-party state for the next seventy years.

1929: Conservatives grant women the right to vote in Ecuador, the first country in Latin America to do so.

1932: A peasant uprising in El Salvador leads to the death of 30,000 Indians.

1933: FDR announces "Good Neighbor Policy."

1934: U.S. abrogates the Platt Amendment of 1901 which governed Cuba. Women gain the right to vote in Cuba.

1936-1979: Somoza era in Nicaragua.

1937-1945: Getulio Vargas era in Brazil.

1938: Lázaro Cárdenas nationalizes the oil industry in Mexico.

1939-1959: Fulgencio Batista era in Cuba.

1942: Women gain the franchise in the Dominican Republic.

1945: Women gain the franchise in Guatemala and Panama.

1947: Women gain the franchise in Argentina and Venezuela.

1948: Costa Rica abolishes army.

1949: Women gain the franchise in Chile and Costa Rica.

1950: Women gain the franchise in El Salvador.

1950: Jacobo Arbenz elected president in Guatemala. Pace of reforms accelerates, including expropriation of United Fruit Company banana lands.

1953: Fidel Castro launches a failed uprising at the Moncada Barracks in Santiago, Cuba. He defends his actions with a speech History Will Absolve Me.

1953: Women gain the franchise in Mexico.

1954: Women gain the franchise in Colombia.

1955: Women gain the franchise in Honduras, Nicaragua, and Peru.

1956: US-supported dictator Anastasio Somoza assassinated in Nicaragua.

1957-86: Papa Doc and Baby Doc Duvalier rule Haiti as dictators, with US support.

1959: Triumph of Cuban Revolution.

· 1960-: CIA plots to depose or assassinate Fidel Castro in what is eventually named "Operation Mongoose."

· 1961: Eisenhower administration breaks diplomatic relations with Castro in Cuba.

· 1961: Failed Bag of Pigs invasion of Cuba.

· 1962: Missile Crisis with the US, Cuba, and the USSR.

1961: Paraguay becomes the last country in Latin America to grant women the right to vote.

1961: Nicaraguan guerrillas organize the Sandinista National Liberation Front (FSLN).

1965: US forces, fearing a Communist takeover, occupy Dominican Republic.

1967: Guerrilla hero Ernesto "Che" Guevara is killed in Bolivia while attempting to spark a revolutionary uprising.

1968: A large and important Student Movement ends with police and army massacring on students at the Plaza of Tlatelolco in Mexico City.

1970: Salvador Allende in Chile elected president in Chile, and becomes the first democratically elected socialist to take power in Latin America.

1971: Chilean Pablo Neruda awarded the Nobel Prize in literature.

1973: CIA-backed coup overthrows Allende in Chile; military government under General Augusto Pinochet kills thousands of opponents.

1974-1976: Isabel Martínez de Perón assumes presidency of Argentina.

1976: On March 24, generals Videla, Massera and Agosti form a military junta in Argentina. Their resulting "guerra sucia" (Dirty War) lasted until 1983 and killed or "vanished" thousands of people.

1977-80: President Jimmy Carter makes human rights a major goal in his Latin American policy.

1979: Sandinistas take power in Nicaragua

1980: Shining Path (Sendero Luminoso) guerrilla warfare starts in Peru.

1980: Archbishop Oscar Romero assassinated in El Salvador for his stance against military repression and human rights abuses. Guerrillas organize the Farabundo Martí National Liberation Front (FMLN).

1983: Assassination of Prime Minister Maurice Bishop of Grenada. Ronald Reagan orders U.S. forces to invade the small Caribbean island to halt Cuban work on an airstrip.

1984: Raul Alfonsín, of the Radical Party, assumes the presidency of Argentina ending nine years of military rule.

1987: Former Costa Rican president Oscar Arías is awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his efforts in settling Central American conflicts.

1988: Pinochet loses plebiscite in Chile which was to extend his military rule.

1988: The PRI uses electoral fraud to prevent Cuauhtémoc Cárdenas of gaining the presidency in Mexico.

1989: George Bush orders invasion of Panama to capture one-time dictator Manuel Noriega.

1990: FSLN loses elections to Violeta Chamorro in Nicaragua and an elected civilian government takes over from Augusto Pinochet in Chile.

1992: Anti-quincentennial protests strengthen Indigenous-rights movement. Rigoberta Menchú, an Indian leader from Guatemala, wins Nobel Peace Prize for her human rights work.

1992: Peace agreement ends civil war in El Salvador.

1994: U.S., Mexico, and Canada form NAFTA, the North American Free Trade Agreement.

1994: A rebellion breaks out in the southern state of Chiapas, Mexico, led by the Zapatista Army of National Liberation and commanded by a charismatic leader known as Subcomandante Marcos.

 

1996: Peace agreement in Guatemala, but human rights violations continue.

1998: Augusto Pinochet, former dictator in Chile (1973-1990) is arrested in England on charges of human rights violations.

1999: Transfer of the Canal Zone from U.S. to Panamanian control.
